Community Garden-Hewitt Property Allowable Uses-After general discussion of responsibilities, funding, town (Committee) involvement and review of proposed ideas a motion was made by Selectmen Murphy to approve alternate # 2 but would like the Garden Committee to become independent of the Town in the future, 
	The Hewitt Farm Committee (HFC) appoints a sub-committee of two members of the Committee to act as “Administrators/Managers” of the Hewitt Farm Community Garden program.  Ms. Mary Ann Ricker acts at “Garden Leader” organizing the volunteers and overseeing plot rentals plus will act as primary liaison between the Hewitt Farm Committee and Community Garden Association (CGA).  HFC would have to approve and sign all monetary related items and all will be tagged as Hewitt Farm, but tracked as Community Garden specific funds.  The annual agreement described above would still be signed with the volunteer group.  If necessary, someone from the CGA could be appointed to fill the vacant HFC alternate position.
