The Commissioner of the Department of Energy and Environmental Protection (DEEP) has given notice of his intent to amend Section 15-121-B16 of the Regulations of the Connecticut State Agencies to lengthen the waterskiing season on Wyassup Lake, North Stonington.  Under this proposal, the waterskiing season will be amended from “June fifteenth to the Sunday following Labor Day” to the Saturday preceding Memorial Day to the to the Sunday following Labor Day. 

A public hearing is being held on the matter, to which the public is invited to give comment on the proposed regulation.  The Commissioner requests that any person giving oral comment at the hearing also submit a written copy of such comments.  Written comments will be accepted by mail or email until 4:00 PM on March 1, 2013.
